AWARD

For each category of security systems and services, an item number has been provided to identify the component and to list the manufacturer.  If you are quoting that brand and part number please insert the information required. If you are quoting another manufacturer and/or part number, please add an additional sheet and identify the “Item Number” it will be replacing. In doing so, on page 10, you will need to attest that all components are equal or exceed that which was requested. An award will be made to the responsive and responsible vendor who offers the highest discount from their list price resulting in the lowest net price to the state.  Vendor must submit a copy of their price list to the department at the address below, or provide a website where the price list can be verified.  Vendor may quote by district (counties) or statewide, please indicate on Page 11 of eQuote response.

CERTIFICATION AND ELECTRONIC SIGNATURE

By completing and responding to this eQuote, Vendor is agreeing to all terms and conditions, of the Agreement, including those of PUR 7722. Price decreases are acceptable on invoice(s) presented for payment. Vendor will assume all responsibility for damages due to faulty equipment. The Vendor certifies that the discounted prices stated will hold for the duration of the Agreement, if awarded, and that the Security Systems and Services’ products quoted meet or exceed manufacturer’s warranty requirements. Warranty information must be made available to the Customer (end user). Customer (end user) must review the warranty information for the specific details of maintenance and repair requirements, if applicable. Vendor must complete the signature block on page 10 of the eQuote.
DELIVERY

All prices quoted shall be “freight not included.” 

Shipping must be “F.O.B. Delivered” and authorizes the Contractor to “Prepay and Add” as a separate line item on their invoice. Contractor must include copy(s) of actual “Freight Charges” to customers ordering from this SPA to be reimbursed for freight. Customers using this SPA shall add a line item to their order “Estimated Freight” and either “enter” an “estimated amount” (what they may think the cost will be) or may call the Contractor and get a “quoted freight rate” based upon their actual order. 

Stock items should be delivered within twenty-one (21) days after receipt of purchase order.  Back ordered items shall be delivered within 15 additional days or as agreed to by the ordering agency.

FIRE ALARM MONITORING

HOURLY RATES

Hourly rates are determined by:

Regular Hours – Monday through Friday 8:00 a.m. to 5:00 p.m. dependent upon which time zone is in effect at the customer’s location and excluding State or Customer’s (end users) recognized holidays.

Overtime Hours – Monday through Friday from 5:01 p.m. until 7:59 a.m., dependent upon which time zone is in effect at the customer’s location and includes any State or Customer’s (end users) recognized holidays.

INSTALLATION AND/OR MAINTENANCE

Where installation is required, Vendor shall be responsible for placing and installing the product in the required locations, unless otherwise designated on the purchase order. Installation will be identified and charged (independently) on a separate line of the invoice, if applicable. Vendor’s authorized product and price list shall clearly and separately identify any additional installation charges. All materials used in the installation shall be of good quality and shall be free of defects that would diminish the appearance of the product or render it structurally or operationally unsound. Installation includes the furnishing of any equipment, rigging, and materials required to install or replace the product in the proper location. Vendor shall protect the site from damage and shall repair damages or injury caused during installation by Vendor or its employees or agents. If any alteration, dismantling, excavation, etc., is required to achieve installation, the Vendor shall promptly restore the structure or site to its original condition. Vendor shall perform installation work so as to cause the least inconvenience and interference with Customers and with proper consideration of others on site. Upon completion of the installation, the location and surrounding area of work shall be left clean and in a neat and unobstructed condition, with everything in satisfactory repair and order. 
INSURANCE REQUIREMENTS

If installation and/or maintenance is to be required by the Customer (end user), then the following applies:

The Vendor shall secure and maintain for the period of the contractual document, a P-Card Order or a Purchase Order issued against this Agreement, the following types of insurance necessary to protect the Vendor and any of their subcontractors performing work under the Agreement:

A. If applicable, Worker’s Compensation Insurance to cover all of its employees during the life of the Agreement in accordance with Chapter 440, Florida Statutes. In case any work is sublet, the Vendor must require the subcontractor similarly to provide Worker’s Compensation Insurance for all of the latter’s employees unless such employees are covered by the protection afforded the Vendor. Such insurance must comply fully with the Florida Worker’s Compensation law. In case any class of employees is to be engaged in hazardous work and is not protected under the Worker’s Compensation statute, the Vendor must provide, and cause each subcontractor to provide, adequate insurance, satisfactory to the agency, for protection of employees not otherwise protected. Minimum limits of $100,000 per accident, $100,000 per person, and $500,000 per policy aggregate.

B. Commercial Comprehensive General Liability, Bodily Injury and Property Damage with minimum limit of $500,000 for each occurrence.

C. Automobile Liability Insurance with minimum combined single limit of $500,000 and $5,000 medical for any one person, and for each occurrence. Coverage must include all vehicles that transport Vendor’s workers or supplies.

Only upon award of this Agreement, the awarded Vendor(s) must file Certificates of Insurance with the actual customer (State of Florida agencies or other governmental Eligible User) using this Agreement evidencing the above coverage, and the holder shall be named “the actual customer” (State of Florida agencies or other governmental Eligible User) on the certificates. Any cancellation or modification of insurance must be presented in writing to the actual customer (State of Florida agencies or other governmental Eligible User) for approval within ten (10) working days of cancellation or modification.

MAINTENANCE/REPAIRS - 24/7

The contracted vendor must be able to provide 24/7 service technicians to customers to fix problems after hours as well as during normal working hours. Premise(s) must be secure when technician leaves or someone must be provided at vendors’ expense to secure premise(s) until system can be fixed. 

MINIMUM REQUIREMENTS
