Specifications

The products listed on EXHIBIT A and EXHIBIT H, are manufactured items and the specifications are designed by the manufacturer for each of the products listed. Please contact Vendor for written specifications of any of the Radar Equipment Devices listed, and verify or confer with the Vendor which particular Model/Part Numbers shall fulfill your actual needs. For more information or specifications for a model please refer to page 17 (EXHIBIT D) Ordering Instructions the section “eQuote/Agreement Administration” for contact name and phone number.
Purpose 
The purpose of this specification is to establish a minimum standard of quality for Ka band radar units to be used in traffic speed enforcement. The radar units bid must be certified by the Department of Highway Safety and Motor Vehicles for use in the State of Florida pursuant to Section 316.1905 and Section 316.1906, Florida Statutes (2006), and Chapter 15B-2, Florida Administrative Code, prior to eQuote opening. Also, unit must meet or exceed NHTSA/IACP Model Specifications. Please see page 23 “Pre-approved units” as these are the only units acceptable to bid, and there are no alternatives.
Some units may be mounted on motorcycles and those must come with appropriate brackets and cables for those specific applications. The counting units, cabling, connectors and antennas, must be waterproof and shock resistant in addition to meeting all other requirements of this eQuote. The other units should meet the attached Specifications (EXHIBIT H) for use in cars. The ordering agency or eligible user shall define the vehicle(s), make, model and year upon ordering units from the ensuing State Purchasing Agreement.
Also, Speed Display Trailers with the K or Ka-Band approach only speed measurement system, which will be employed as a speed alert for motorists. Reference Specifications (EXHIBIT I) for Speed Display Trailers.

Intentions

It is the intent of this eQuote to acquire complete working systems. Any incidental items omitted from these specifications shall be provided as part of the proposer’s price proposal in order to deliver each working system and be in compliance with the specifications and requirements of this solicitation.

Silence of Specifications

The apparent silence of specifications set forth in the eQuote to any details or the omission from it of a detailed description, concerning any point shall be regarded as meaning that only the best commercial practices are to prevail and that only materials and workmanship of first quality is to be used. All interpretations of this eQuote shall be made upon the basis of this statement.

Product and Service Warranty

Radar Units Warranty:

The manufacturer must repair or replace each unit that fails due to defective materials or workmanship for a minimum of three (3) years. All shipping charges (both ways) shall be at the expense of the manufacturer for the first year after delivery of the unit. The response shall indicate the name and address of all authorized repair facilities in the State of Florida and the average number of days required to perform repairs. The warranty period shall begin on the date of final completion and/or acceptance by the State Agency or Eligible User.

Thereafter, shipping charges from the agency to manufacturer or local service center shall be at the expense of the agency. Return shipping charges from the manufacturer or local service center to the agency shall be at the sole expense of the manufacturer, during the warranty period.
Return shipping locations shall be identified upon contact by a State Agency or Eligible User at time of requesting service/warranty.

Speed Display Trailer Warranty:

The manufacturer shall fully guarantee their speed display trailer to be free of defects in materials and workmanship for a period of three (3) years. All shipping charges (both ways) shall be at the expense of the manufacturer for the first year after delivery of the unit. The response shall indicate the name and address of all authorized repair facilities in the State of Florida and the average number of days required to perform repairs. The warranty period shall begin on the date of final completion and/or acceptance by the State Agency or Eligible User.
Thereafter, shipping charges from the agency to manufacturer or local service center shall be at the expense of the agency. Return shipping charges from the manufacturer or local service center to the agency shall be at the sole expense of the manufacturer, during the warranty period.

Return shipping locations shall be identified upon contact by a State Agency or Eligible User at time of requesting service/warranty.
Additional Products/Services Not Listed

Any and all additional products/services (equipment, parts, etc.), that are not listed on the Price Sheet (EXHIBIT A), but needed in conjunction with those items, to complete the performance/usage of this State Purchasing Agreement, shall be provided by negotiation between the Customer (Eligible User) and the Vendor at no less than the percent discount offered for each item on the Price Sheet, and as referenced on the Savings/Price Reductions page. Service for the products sold under this State Purchasing Agreement shall commence through the life-cycle of the equipment purchased and/or ends upon when a repair costs exceeds the original cost of the unit(s).

Insurance Requirements
The Vendor shall secure and maintain for the effective period of the Agreement the following types of insurance necessary to protect the Vendor and any of their subcontractors performing work under the Agreement:

A. If applicable, Worker’s Compensation Insurance to cover all of its employees during the life of the Agreement in accordance with Chapter 440, Florida Statutes. In case any work is sublet, the Vendor must require the subcontractor similarly to provide Worker’s Compensation Insurance for all of the latter’s employees unless such employees are covered by the protection afforded the Vendor. Such insurance must comply fully with the Florida Worker’s Compensation law. In case any class of employees is to be engaged in hazardous work and is not protected under the Worker’s Compensation statute, the Vendor must provide, and cause each subcontractor to provide, adequate insurance, satisfactory to the agency, for protection of employees not otherwise protected. Minimum limits of $100,000 per accident, $100,000 per person, and $500,000 per policy aggregate.

B. Commercial Comprehensive General Liability, Bodily Injury and Property Damage with minimum limit of $500,000 for each occurrence.

C. Automobile Liability Insurance with minimum combined single limit of $500,000 and $5,000 medical for any one person, and for each occurrence. Coverage must include all vehicles that transport Vendor’s workers or supplies.

If requested by the Customer, the Vendor(s) must provide Certificates of Insurance to them using this Agreement evidencing the above coverage, and the holder shall be named “the actual customer” (State of Florida agencies or other eligible users) on the certificates. Any cancellation or modification of insurance must be presented in writing to the actual customer (State of Florida agencies or other eligible users) for approval within ten (10) working days of cancellation or modification. In the case of Workman’s Comp, the holder shall be named the “Vendor or the Contractor” and not the actual customer (State of Florida agencies or other eligible users). Vendor must have all necessary insurances including automobile and general liability where the actual customer is named as the prime insured. This information must be provided to the State of Florida agencies and other eligible users upon request and prior to commencement of any work. Please see Section 16 (b) MISCELLANEOUS PROVISIONS, Independent Contractor Status of Vendor of PUR 7722.
Note: The SPA Administrator does not keep on file Certificates of Insurance – therefore it’s the responsibility of the agency or eligible user (buyer) to request and maintain Certificates of Insurance from the contracted vendor.

Installation and/or Maintenance
If installation and/or maintenance are required by the Customer (end user) then the following applies:

The Vendor shall secure and maintain, for the effective period of the Agreement, the following contractual documents: a P-Card Order or a Purchase Order issued against this Agreement.

Where installation is required, Vendor shall be responsible for placing and installing the product in the required locations, unless otherwise designated on the purchase order. Installation shall be identified and charged (independently) on a separate line of the invoice, if applicable. Vendor’s authorized product and price list shall clearly and separately identify any additional installation charges. All materials used in the installation shall be of good quality and shall be free of defects that would diminish the appearance of the product or render it structurally or operationally unsound. Installation includes the furnishing of any equipment, rigging, and materials required to install or replace the product in the proper location. Vendor shall protect the site from damage and shall repair damages or injury caused during installation by Vendor or its employees or agents. If any alteration, dismantling, excavation, etc., is required to achieve installation, the Vendor shall promptly restore the structure or site to its original condition. Vendor shall perform installation work so as to cause the least inconvenience and interference with Customers and with proper consideration of others on the site. Upon completion of the installation, the location and surrounding area of work shall be left clean and in a neat and unobstructed condition, with everything in satisfactory repair and order.

Travel

The purpose of this section does not include Travel for this State Purchasing Agreement. But, if authorized by Customer, then “Travel” must be paid according to Florida Statute 112.061 Per diem and travel expenses of public officers, employees, and authorized persons. SCOPE OF WORK & TECHNICAL REQUIREMENTS/SPECIFICATIONS

OBJECTIVES: To assist law enforcement with measuring vehicle speed to ensure compliance with speed laws in an effort to reduce the number of traffic crashes and reducing injuries and death.

TECHNICAL REQUIREMENTS AND SPECIFICATIONS:

2007 Radar eQuote Specifications

A. Design: The design of the radar shall encompass the latest state of the art technology with all signal processing performed by a digital signal processing (DSP) microprocessor. The component shall be solid state and maintain a stable target speed reading without displaying false readings.

The unit shall have sufficient power/capacity that it is able to provide speed clocks/readings, including same direction and fastest speed modes under all reasonably conceivable traffic conditions. These include but are not limited to high traffic volumes, wide medians (such as Alligator Alley/I-75 in South Florida) and other common but difficult clocking environments.

The unit shall also be shielded from interference from all common sources including but not limited to; high powered television stations, UHF, VHF and HF transmitters, auto alternators, ignition and electrical systems, air conditioners, fans and fan motors, fuel pumps, etc. The radar shall measure, compute and display the speed of a target vehicle in a stationary or moving mode and shall have same direction and fastest vehicle clocking capability. All wiring and cables shall be designed and cut to appropriate lengths for semi-permanent installation in late model vehicles as designated by ordering agency or eligible user. 
Design of the system shall allow the antennas and counting unit to be easily disconnected from the cables and mounting brackets. This allows the units to be tested for accuracy or transferred to another vehicle.

Officer Safety: The manufacturer will specify locations for the front and rear antennas, counting unit, display and any other parts which mount in the interior of the vehicle in consultation with and approval of the ordering agency or eligible user.

1. The safety of the vehicle operator and occupants is paramount. All mounted equipment and wiring must not interfere with airbag deployment and must not violate FMVSS 571.201 Occupant Protection in Interior Impact. This information is available from the Government Printing Office (GPO) at http://www.access.gpo.gov/nara/cfr/index.html. Furthermore, no equipment should become dislodged and a projectile in any foreseeable collision. The minimum mounting strength requirement for components mounted inside the vehicle is 30 G’s.

2. Using the constraints of section A above, equipment should be mounted to provide the greatest range/accuracy and display visibility to the operator. Any bidder whose proposal includes mounting any hardware outside the passenger compartment and whose mounting location is approved by ordering agency or eligible user must certify and warrantee that component for waterproofness for the warranty term. Components mounted on the exterior must not interfere with automatic car washes and be in a location from which the display can be read for operational checks.

3. Mounting bracket locations must not create damage to the vehicle that would affect the resale value of the vehicle or require repair after equipment removal.

Antennas (Ka Band): There shall be two antennas one for the front and one for the rear designed to be at a minimum, water resistant. Diameter or height of the individual antennas shall not exceed 2.6 inches and the length shall not exceed 4.75 inches.

Counting Unit/Display: Units bid shall be two piece units. The display and the main processor/counting unit shall be two separate pieces that may or may not connect so that the smallest lightest piece of equipment possible will be mounted on the dashboard in view of the vehicle operator. The display will not exceed 1.80 inches high, 6.6 inches wide and 1.6 inches deep. The display unit will not weigh more than 16 ounces and will at a minimum be water resistant. The display must be legible under all lighting conditions and must not create any distracting glare or reflections. The display (or any auxiliary display) shall show all data and functional information required by this eQuote even if this information is shown on the main processor/counting unit. The counting unit shall at a minimum be water resistant and be capable of being mounted in a remote location. The speaker for the audio Doppler shall be located on the remote control or remote display so that it will be clearly audible regardless of the location of the counting unit. The display unit shall momentarily light all segments upon power-up to verify all displays are in working order. 
The display shall have 3 windows and be capable of:

1. 
Displaying strongest signal readout simultaneously with the fastest speed. Fastest mode shall be continuous if selected and the display shall have a visual indicator when operating in the fastest mode.

2. 
Locking target vehicle speeds only from the strongest signal, unless equipped with a selective switch that allows the operator to determine whether the strongest or fastest speed will be locked.

3. 
The radar unit must continue to track and display the strongest signal and patrol speed continuously even when a violators speed has been “locked in”

4. 
Any “locked speed” must automatically clear itself in not to exceed 15 minutes regardless of the mode of operation.

Remote Control: The remote control shall be at a minimum, water resistant and be capable of selecting front/rear antennas, fastest vehicle mode, same/opposite direction, target vehicle and “Hold” feature to control transmission of RF Signal, defeating radar detectors. On two piece radar units all controls offered/required by this specification shall be present on either the remote display or remote control. Remote controls shall have an illumination provision which makes the keys and their functions readily identifiable during periods of darkness without resorting to external light sources (ie. flashlights or vehicle interior lights). This may be by internal illumination or by the use of self luminescent or “glow-in-the-dark” buttons. The remote control shall be of “wireless” design and shall not be connected to any part of the display, counting unit, antennas or any other part of the radar.

Miscellaneous: Each unit shall be contained in a protective carrying case designed for rugged use with cutouts or compartments to contain manuals, tuning forks and the radar system. A cardboard box alone does not meet this requirement. 
Each unit shall be provided with two tuning forks permanently marked with a serial number and radar speed in mph. Tuning forks shall have factory certification as to accuracy within +/- 1 mph of the calibrated frequency.

A full and complete set of operating instructions shall be furnished with each unit. The manufacturer must repair or replace each unit that fails due to defective materials or workmanship for a minimum of three years. The eQuote shall include the terms of the manufacturer’s warranty. The eQuote shall indicate the name and address of all authorized repair facilities in the State of Florida and the average number of days required to perform repairs. We pay shipping to the manufacturer. The manufacturer will pay the return shipping. The warranty period shall begin on the date of final completion and/or acceptance by the State Agency or Eligible User.

It is anticipated there will be many different shipping locations, those locations shall be identified by the ordering agency or eligible user.

SPEED DISPLAY TRAILER SPECIFICATIONS (EXHIBIT I)

SYSTEM DESCRIPTION:

a).
The speed display trailer shall consist of the transmitter, antenna, battery, solar panel, electronics, display and all necessary mounting brackets and hardware placed on a vehicle style trailer. Essentially all parts required for operation and installation.

b).
The unit shall be FCC Part 15 Type Accepted and the serial number, part number, manufacturer and Type Acceptance number shall appear on a permanently affixed tag or label attached to the interior of the nonmetal housing.

c).
The display shall be of LED or other approved light emitting technology with numerals at least 24 inches in height.

d).
All components, circuits and parts shall have been thoroughly inspected and tested before and after assembly of the unit. The speed measuring radar must meet all guidelines required for radar in Florida Statutes, rule 15B-2 and must be listed on the Florida Approved list prior to eQuote opening.

e). 
The speed display trailer shall operate within its specifications at ambient temperatures from –22°F to +140°F (-30°C to +60°C) with 99% relative humidity, non-condensing.

f) 
The unit shall operate from an internal rechargeable DC battery. The battery construction (lead acid, nickel cadmium or Li Ion) does not matter as long as the battery is matched to the anticipated duty cycle to provide maximum life and reliable service. The battery and solar panel shall be matched to the units required power (voltage and amperage) so that the unit will continue to operate even if cloudy skies reducing the available sunlight are continuous for up to three full days (72 hours).

g). 
The unit shall have an internal fuse to protect the circuitry. In addition the unit will have a power “OFF/ON” switch to regulate power from the battery or alternately will at a minimum employ quick disconnect connectors to separate the battery from the electronics without the use of tools. 
h). 
The transmitting unit shall be completely enclosed in a housing to provide structural integrity and immunity to electromagnetic interferences. The housing shall be waterproof to protect the electronic components housed therein. Any electronics, antennas, wires or other operational components not located in the housing shall be waterproof and designed for continuous exposure to the elements including, Ultra-Violet light, Ozone, etc.

i). 
The antenna shall be rigidly supported to inhibit movement in normal use. All electronic components including the battery and solar panel shall be mounted/designed so that any reasonably foreseeable vibrations will not damage the component.

j). 
Under no circumstance shall the transmitter antenna unit produce an RF microwave power density level in excess of 2 mW/cm2, measured 5 cm (2”) from the aperture of the antenna.

k). 
The unit shall be mounted in a weather resistant housing with a lockable panel. All bracketry, housings, solar panels, batteries etc. shall be designed, mounted or housed to defeat reasonably foreseeable theft, tampering, disablement and vandalism threats. The trailer itself shall be equipped with a locking mechanism to prevent towing without unlocking the hitch or wheels.

OPERATIONAL SPECIFICATIONS:

a).
The unit shall have a solar panel mounted to the top of the housing. This solar panel will be tiltable so that it can be rotated to capture the most available sunlight and then lay horizontally for transport.

b). 
The unit shall have an electronic charge controller that will prevent overcharging the battery(s) during long periods of sunshine.

c). 
The unit shall be capable of operating continuously over the entire temperature and voltage ranges.

MATERIALS/CONSTRUCTION:

a). 
Any exposed metal or non-metal parts shall be constructed of materials or treated (galvanized, coated, etc.) to withstand the elements and provide a durable, long lasting unit. Any metal shall be of aluminum, stainless steel or properly treated steel to inhibit destruction from corrosion. Exposed plastics/rubbers or other synthetic materials will be treated to reduce destruction/degradation from UV, Ozone, water and other weathering agents.

b). 
The units will be so designed and constructed to meet any applicable Federal Highway Administration, Florida Department of Transportation guidelines and good traffic engineering practices for equipment placed on the Interstate and Turnpike system. The trailer shall meet all Federal Motor Vehicle Safety Standards and have a VIN so it can be titled and registered. The trailer shall also come with a Manufacturers Statement of Origin to assist the titling process.

OPERATING INSTRUCTIONS MANUAL:

A full and complete set of operating instructions shall be furnished by the manufacturer with each unit.

MANUFACTURER’S QUALITY CONTROL AND TESTING:

a).
All electronic components shall be high reliability commercial grade parts.

b).
All assembled printed circuit boards and sub-assemblies shall be thoroughly inspected and completely tested mechanically and electrically before installation into the unit.

c).
All printed circuit boards shall be fiberglass epoxy, type FR4 or equivalent. Also, all circuit boards shall be solder masked.

d).
All components dissipating power in excess of one watt and mounted directly against a circuit board shall have adequate heat sinks for circuit board protection. All electronic and electrical components shall only be utilized within their manufacturer’s operating specifications pertaining to voltage, current and heat dissipation characteristics.

e).
Each complete unit shall be individually bench tested for all functions and test parameters prior to shipping.
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
